We are planting the park 
area with trees as phase 
1.  The second phase will 
entail the evaluation and 
identification of the grass 
species in the park areas 
that we need to conserve. 
The third phase will be 
all about implimenting 
irrigation, leveling the 
ground and planting 
grass. 
In this recession we are 
trying to keep the costs 
as low as possible so that 
we can keep the burden 
of levies low.

During the 
day 6h00 am to 18h00 
pm, three guards are 
on duty and from 
18h00 pm to 6h00 am 
four guards 

Although they are only 
employed to look after 
the estate’s affairs, 
very few incidents have 
occurred while they 
have been employed.   

We wish to express our 
appreciation for the civil 
way residents treat the 
guards 
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The system is now 
working well and it has 
saved on 2 guards in 
comparison to the 
previous system. 
Inconvenience is only 
experienced when 
residents do not update 
their cell phone 
numbers or new 
residents do not report 
their info to the Estate 
Manager to obtain a 
code. 

The system is only for 
visitors coming into 
the estate in a vehicle 
and is not for 
pedestrians, 
especially domestics. 
Domestics and 
gardeners obtain an 
access cards which 
they present when 
entering the estate. 
 

Should a visitor not 
have a code they 
have to phone for 
the code when 
arriving at the 
booms.  If the 
resident does not 
have a code he has 
to fetch the visitor 
from the gate. 
The code must also 
be given to people 
making deliveries or 
collecting items. 
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At the moment there 
are 47 accredited 
agents.  The agents 
pay R500 each to be 
accredited. These 
agents must 
preferably only be 
utilized to sell 
property in the 
estate and can be 
found on our 
website. 
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On a whole the pets 
are well mannered 
and do not cause  
hassles apart from 
doing their 
“business” on some 
pavements whilst 
going on a walk. 
According to 
Municipal Laws, 
dogs and cats must 
be spayed.  There is 
a fine of R1000 if 
this law is not 
obliged too. 
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The speed limit in 
the Estate is 
30km/h. 
Please abide by the 
Traffic Rules and 
also drive the 
correct way around 
the circle in the 
complex.
